Any official changes to the covenants requires a 2/3 affirmative vote by the property owners, any existing permanent improvements that would be effected by any revised or new covenants would be grandfathered. The following proposals reflect our attempt to clarify / improve the covenants while maintaining the original intent to keep the natural setting we enjoy and protect our property values.

1) Currently, all structural improvements must have prior approval of the Architectural Committee We propose to add the requirement that any other visible improvements (fencing, sheds, play houses, pools, propane tanks, etc.) be submitted to the Architectural Committee for review and approval. We would like the Committee to work with property owners, not to deny improvements, but to ensure the location, materials, screening, etc. and to allow each property to make improvements and minimize conflicts with the intent of the covenants. 2) Do not allow any fencing in the front of homes unless approved by the Architectural Committee.     Yes __    No __

3) Require approved fencing to be wood and conform to a limited type of design or designs such as split rail.     Yes __    No __

4) Currently, property owners are required to maintain their property in an acceptable condition and gives the Board the right to enter after appropriate notification of noncompliance to correct deficiencies and bill the owner. We believe this language is too vague and gives the Board too much leeway in deciding what conforms to the covenants. We propose that properties be required to maintain cleared areas with grass that is kept mowed, mulched areas maintained to avoid mud and erosion, driveways and parking areas to be maintained with gravel, asphalt, concrete, or pavers, and landscaping maintained in acceptable condition. Natural wooded areas would be required to be cleared of downed trees including root balls, for the area from the property line to the building restriction line (50 feet). All debris will be required to be removed or cut up and moved out of sight from the roadway or another property owner. This would include trees cleared during construction. No stacking of wood in this area would be allowed.     Yes __    No __

5) Because of the increasing bear problem, all trash cans must be kept indoors (usually the garage) and only be put out on pickup days.     Yes __    No __
